Jhn 10:28-29 And I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; neither shall

anyone snatch them out of My hand. My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater

than all; and no one is able to snatch them out of My Father’s hand.

Many times in the Bible where the Word “hand” is used, it means “power”. For example,

Prov 18: 21 says Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and those who love it

will eat its fruit. In the original Hebrew original, it says “hand of the tongue”. 

Hands represent the power to heal, to construct and deconstruct, to ordain, to comfort,

to anoint, and many other actions. Therefore, if you are in God’s hands His healing,

protection and guidance are available to you and many other benefits. Your life is in His

hands. Your family is in His hands. Your finances, destiny, job, and everything else

pertaining to you

are in His hands!

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Gen 2:7 And the LORD God formed man

of the dust of the ground, and breathed

into his nostrils the breath of life, and

man became a living being.

Eph 2:10 For we are His workmanship,

created in Christ Jesus for good works,

which God prepared beforehand that we

should walk in them.

Isa 49:16 See, I have inscribed you on the

palms of My hands; Your walls are

continually before Me.

Isa 40:12 Who has measured the waters

in the hollow of His hand, measured

heaven with a span and calculated the

dust of the earth in a measure? Weighed

the mountains in scales and the hills in a

balance?

Mal 3:17 “They shall be Mine,” says the

LORD of hosts, “On the day that I make

them My jewels. And I will spare them as

a man spares his own son who serves

him.”

2 Sam 24:14 And David said to Gad, “I

am in great distress. Please let us fall

into the hand of the LORD, for His

mercies are great; but do not let me fall

into the hand of man.” 

1 Kings 18:46 Then the hand of the

LORD came upon Elijah, and he girded

up his loins and ran ahead of Ahab to

the entrance of Jezreel.

2 Kings 3:15 But now bring me a

musician.” Then it happened, when the

musician played, that the hand of the

LORD came upon him.

Ezra 7:6 this Ezra came up from Babylon;

and he was a skilled scribe in the Law of

Moses, which the LORD God of Israel had

given. The king granted him all his

request, according to the hand of the

LORD his God upon him. When you have

the Lord’s over your life,

you’ll have favour.

Ezra 7:28 and has extended mercy to me

before the king and his counselors, and

before all the king’s mighty princes. So I

was encouraged, as the hand of the

LORD my God was upon me; and I

gathered leading men of Israel to go up

with me.

Ps 118:14-17 The LORD is my strength

and song, And He has become my

salvation. The voice of rejoicing and

salvation Is in the tents of the righteous;

The right hand of the LORD does

valiantly. The right hand of the LORD is

exalted; The right hand of the LORD does

valiantly. I shall not die, but live, and

declare the works of the LORD.

Mat 25:33 And He will set the sheep on

His right hand, but the goats on the left.

Prov 21:1 The king’s heart is in the hand

of the LORD, Like the rivers of water; He

turns it wherever He wishes.

Isa 25:10 For on this mountain the hand

of the LORD will rest, And Moab shall be

trampled down under Him, As straw is

trampled down for the refuse heap.

Isa 41: 13 For I, the LORD your God, will

hold your right hand, saying to you, ‘Fear

not, I will help you.’

Isa 41:20 That they may see and know,

and consider and understand together,

That the hand of the LORD has done this,

And the Holy One of Israel has created it.
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Isa 62:1-4 For Zion’s sake I will not hold

My peace, and for Jerusalem’s sake I will

not rest, until her righteousness goes

forth as brightness and her salvation as a

lamp that burns. God doesn’t give up on

you. The Gentiles shall see your

righteousness, And all kings your glory.

You shall be called by a new name,

Which the mouth of the LORD will name.

You shall also be a crown of glory in the

hand of the LORD, And a royal diadem in

the hand of your God. You shall no

longer be termed Forsaken, nor shall

your land any more be termed

Desolate; But you shall be called

Hephzibah, and your land Beulah; For

the LORD delights in you, and your land

shall be married.

 

Isa 66:12-14 For thus says the LORD:

“Behold, I will extend peace to her like

a river, And the glory of the Gentiles like

a flowing stream. Then you shall feed; On

her sides shall you be carried, and be

dandled on her knees. As one

whom his mother comforts, So I

will comfort you, and you shall be

comforted in Jerusalem.” When you see

this, your heart shall rejoice, And your

bones shall flourish like grass; The hand

of the LORD shall be known to His

servants, And His indignation to His

enemies.
